The “green police” are coming.  There is an attempt to co-opt the Australian Federal 
Police to oversee “greenhouse gas emissions” and “carbon credit trading” in Australia, 
expected to fail (at least this time around) in their senate. 
 
But according to an article in London’s Sunday Times, the “green police” is already 
being commissioned in England.  “The agency is creating a unit of about 50 auditors and 
inspectors, complete with warrant cards and the power to search company premises to 
enforce the Carbon Reduction Commitment, which comes into effect next year. 
 
“Decked out in green jackets, the enforcers will be able to demand access to company 
property, view power meters, call up electricity and gas bills and examine carbon-trading 
records …”  You get the picture. 
 
Then there is the news this week that the G 8 leaders meeting in Europe achieved an 
“historic breakthrough” in their agreement to “tackle global warming.”  Get a load of 
this!  Again, reported with a straight face by the Times.  “For the first time, America and 
the other seven richest economies agreed to the goal of keeping the world’s average 
temperature from rising more than 2 C (3.6 F).   
 
It is beyond audacious, beyond 
preposterous for presidents and prime ministers to make a claim that they are going to 
somehow control, cap or “tackle” the temperature on the earth!   
 
We are to believe that “saving the planet” requires us 
to believe that world leaders can somehow “agree” to control the temperature, and that 
can only be achieved by unleashing “police powers” to insure compliance!  The House of 
Representatives has already passed the “cap and trade” bill (that nobody’s apparently 
read) under cover of wall-to-wall Michael Jackson reporting.  There will be an attempt to 
ram it through the Senate in the months ahead, no doubt on an “emergency” basis.
